Bulleted or numbered lists should have hanging indent by 0.5 cm. Avoid using more than two levels in the lists. Footnotes should be avoided. 

Font and Headings
Authors are strictly instructed to use Times New Roman Font style. The title of the paper should be in 16pt bold type with UPPERCASE. Headers and Footers should be in 9 pt type. The abstract title should be in 14 pt bold type, and the body of the abstract should be in 12 pt. The text and body of the paper should be in 12 pt. 

1st level headings of the paper should be centered in 14 pt bold type. The 2nd and 3rd level headings should not be centered and should be in 12 pt. See examples below.
